Format

USGA rules apply, 36-hole stroke play to determine Champion. The field will play in two different divisions, the Championship
Division and the Legends Division. Players must be 70 years of age and older to be eligible for the Legends Division. The overall
Champion will come from the Championship Divisions & Awards will be for gross score only.
